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Under new business, Mayor Nicholson read the first
item and recognized the City Manager.

“Mr. Mayor and City Council, at the direction of
City Council I submitted a letter on October 20,
2005 to the State asking them to consider
abandoning this 200’ of right-of-way and reverting
ownership of it back to the City. To our regret,
there was not any action taken on my letter until a
week and a half ago. Through the efforts of the
owners and DOT Commissioner Carnell, we were able
to get this item placed on the SCDOT Commissioner’s
agenda last Thursday. They met and approved our
request, but we do not have written notification.
The State Highway Engineer’s Assistant told me that
it was approved, but their system does not allow
them to write any letters until after the minutes
have been transcribed. It is hopeful that he will
have this letter to us by the time of your second
reading.

You remember that you have been requested to have a
special meeting a week from today to consider this
on second reading. I need to inform you that the
DOT will not give us any type of quitclaim deed, or
any other 1legal document, but will write us a
letter. One of the reasons may be that they don’t
have any legal documents saying they own that
portion of Sloan. However it would be nice if they
would 1ssue a quitclaim deed which Dbasically
states, ‘Any interest that we have, we deed to the
City of Greenwood,’ but they may not choose to do
that. Mr. Welch will confirm that title insurance
companies don’t like this situation.

So the owners are having difficulty getting this by
the title insurance people even though we intend to
deed our interest to them. I don’t see any problem
with you adopting this ordinance and authorizing us
to sign a gquitclaim deed. State Law mandates that
when a governmental entity abandons right-of-way,
half of it goes to the property owner on the right
and to the left. Since the Johnsons own Dboth
sides, there’s no problem.

I would recommend that you adopt this ordinance.
Are there any questions that you have for Mr. Welch
or Mr. Poston?”

“Mr. Poston, do you have any comments or anything?”

“I really don’t have anything to add. Mr. Brown
said it well. We are having a 1little bit of
discussion with the title insurance company about
how to get a good title. We think that it’s all
going to work out, but we would like to have a
qgquitclaim deed from the State. I don’t know if
we’ll get that or not, but we would need this
ordinance, clearly. They may have to do something
else, but it’ll be on us. We would like you to
approve this ordinance and also have that special
meeting next week, if possible.”

“What he’s basically saying is, if we can do this,
that’s all we can do. Any problems they have with
the State really aren’t up to them. They’re asking
our assistance with that and this is all we can
do.”

“If that doesn’t suit the title insurance company,
we’ll have to do something else, and it’1ll be on
us. Thank you.”

“Okay. Do I have a motion?”

“Mr. Mayor, I also would point out that we always
try to protect CPW right-of-ways and there is a
water line located in this 200’. Mr. Reeves at the
CPW tells me there have been some proposals offered
by the developers to address that problem. T
haven’t heard a resolve on it so maybe Mr. Poston
can tell City Council and CPW Commissioner, Mr.
Monaghan, about it.”

“Mr. Reeves told me that it would be the
developer’s problem to handle and CPW will tell
them what they have to do. The company we're
selling the property to will do that.
